Beloved: it is that time of the year----time for Leadership to look ahead and plan for 2021.  In order to do this faithfully we:

With this email is a link to a summary of sorts, a narrative budget, of how we expect to invest ourselves (time, talent, and treasure) in God’s ongoing work through the Beloved Community in 2021. As you will see, we are focusing on:

a. Holy Spaces

b. Worship and Prayer

c. Forming Followers of the Christ

d. Caring for One Another

e. Caring for Our Neighbors

In the narrative budget, you will see a percentage listed for each focus area; this is the percentage of the budget (based on past two years’ numbers) that we expect to spend in each area. Of course, a budget is a “best guess” at what will be needed, and we will continue to listen and discern how God is leading us and where God is asking us to contribute to the Kindom/Kingdom of God. And there is no budget without you. The vast majority of income for the Beloved Community is what you share with us---what you contribute and how you invest from what has been given to you.

Without your giving, we cannot:

· Maintain our Holy spaces and open them to us and our community partnerships

· Equip staff and ministers with resources to provide our worship and 

prayer opportunities

· Pay staff who support our communications, our worship, our    

gatherings, our ministry

· Provide resources for children’s and youth ministry, small groups, 

education, service opportunities

· Equip the Compassion Response Team and Fellowship and Pastoral Care 

ministers with resources to care for neighbors and one another

Beloved, this budget is a document of our faithfulness as the Beloved Community. It isn’t just about documenting our money, but also our time, our commitment, our gifts, our connections, and our hearts, minds, and spirits.  A budget is not really a spreadsheet with numbers; it is a statement of our trust, belief and hope in God. In some ways, it is like when we say the Creed, or another statement of affirmation: declaring what we believe in, what we hope for, what we promise.

We are asking you to prayerfully discern how you will participate in God’s work through the Beloved Community this year, knowing that you, or we, may have to make adjustments as the year unfolds, but 
committing faithfully now to what we believe and for what we hope.  Please respond to the “With Thanksgiving 2021” questions (separate link) by December 9th so leadership can begin to financially plan for 2021.  From that planning, we hope to provide our budget for 2021 in January for you to consider and accept at an Annual meeting sometime in late January or early February.
